Beyoncé and husband Jay-Z are friends with President Barack Obama and First Lady Michelle Obama. She performed "America the Beautiful" at the 2009 presidential inauguration, 
Forbes magazine began reporting on Beyoncé's earnings in 2008, calculating that the $80 million earned between June 2007 to June 2008, for her music, tour, films and clothing line made her the world's best-paid music personality at the time, above Madonna and Celine Dion.[188][189]They placed her fourth on the Celebrity 100 list in 2009[190] and ninth on the "Most Powerful Women in the World" list in 2010.[191] The following year, Forbes placed her eighth on the "Best-Paid Celebrities Under 30" list, having earned $35 million in the past year for her clothing line and endorsement deals. (Wikipedia)

He released his first single "Frontin'" in 2003 and followed up with his debut solo album In My Mind in 2006.His second album, Girl was released in 2014.
As part of The Neptunes, Williams has produced numerous hit singles for various recording artists and has earned eleven Grammy Awards, including two with The Neptunes. He currently owns a media venture that encompasses entertainment, music, fashion, and art called i am OTHER, a multi-media creative collective and record label that serves as an umbrella for all of Pharrell Williams' endeavors, including Billionaire Boys Club and Ice Cream apparel, Billionaire Girls Club, textile company Bionic Yarn and a dedicated YouTube channel launched in 2012.
